Land Purchase Vote
After many years, we have an opportu-
nity to purchase the wooded land 
that is surrounded by our parking lot 
on Boswell Hill Road. The land is priced 
at $6,100 plus any applicable fees. The 
total cost will be approximately $7,000.
According to our constitution the sale or 
purchase of land must be approved
by the congregation; therefore, we will 
be voting on August 8 and 15 using 
ballots located at the information center.
A frequently asked question sheet will 
be located at the Information Center 
to help us make an informed decision. 
Also, trustees will be available near the 
Information Center on August 8 and 15  
between services to answer any 
additional questions.
